NOW’S THE TIME TO START AN ENVIRONMENTAL GROUP IN YOUR COMMUNITY – IN TEN EASY STEPS!
1. Gather a few committed people or start with a committee of one – YOU!

2. Have each person recruit a few others.

3. Start an e-mail contact list. Send group emails or use Mail Chimp or similar free service to start. 
4. Host a small meeting at someone’s home or a local coffee shop.

5. Write a Letter to the Editor of your local paper introducing your group.

6. Plan a small kick-off event. Show a film, invite a speaker or simply host a discussion. Consider partnering with your local library, Park District or other community group.  Gather names and contact information from those who attend.
7. Plan a few simple projects such as:

· Help your village recycle at their community events.

· Host an environmental film at your local library.

· Invite a speaker – perhaps someone from your own community.

· Enter your village parade dressed up as “Green Tips.”

· Hold a town meeting with your village government.
· Promote biking in your community.

· Start a no-idling campaign.
8. Meet with your village government and local Chamber of Commerce to discuss how you can work together. Join the Chamber.
9. Offer programs through your library or Park District on topics such as “green” landscaping, saving energy, solar power or basic green tips.
10.  Consider a simple web site – start with a single web page or Facebook page.
